Southington Library & Museum has been serving the community since June 1900. The first Library was located in Town Hall in the Court Room. It had a collection of about 1,300 books and was open to the public two afternoons and one evening a week. The circulation that first year (when the population of Southington was 5,860) was 16,717. In 1902 the Library moved to more permanent home in a Carnegie-Mellon style building where it remained until 1976 when it moved to its current location.

Southington Library and Museum provides high-quality educational, cultural and recreational programs, services and materials to a population of over 42,000 people. The Library houses a collection of over 126,000 items including DVDs, Blu-rays, books-on-cd, and of course books. During the 2008-2009 fiscal year we circulated over 347,000 items. 
The Library is also taking an active role to help members of our community through the current economic downturn. We provide free computers with Internet access and free wi-fi service to laptop users. Job hunters can also find numerous resources on our homepage including JobNow, a free service that provides live on-line job hunting assistance.

The current building has been modified over the years to adapt to new technologies and increased demand for service, but it is now over-crowded with every square inch of available space in use.
On a typical day 850 to 1000 people visit our library to take advantage of our materials and services. Please stop by the Library to take advantage of all that we have to offer.
