Today, with a dedicated professional staff, that mission to provide real work experiences and employment opportunities continues to expand at CW. Our one original workshop, founded by community leaders and disabled residents, has grown to include centers throughout Connecticut and parts of Rhode Island and Massachusetts. These centers create employment opportunities in an integrated community setting for many hundreds of people each day, allowing them to more fully participate and contribute back to the community.
Unemployment is one of the most profound issues facing the disability community. Only 32% of Americans with disabilities aged 18 to 64 are working, but two-thirds of those unemployed would rather be working. CW envisions an American society where persons with disabilities and the economically challenged enjoy the results of integrated vocational training and are valued and empowered employees. The principle characteristic of this society will be the opportunity for people to make and exercise individual choices concerning their own lives, welfare and personal dignity. To this end, CW Resources established an endowment fund at the Community Foundation of Greater New Britain in 1997 to ensure that in the future, the right to work is not a privilege, but a given for all men and women.
