Mission Statement

To eliminate teen pregnancy by addressing its root causes, assuring high school graduation, and promoting adult self-sufficiency.  To provide long-term, comprehensive, holistic services by creating a parallel family structure with neighborhood youth and parents.  (Diplomas Before Diapers)
Our History:   Founded in 1993, this neighborhood-based agency is guided by research which shows that children born to teen parents are likely to: live in poverty, fail in school, suffer family violence and sexual abuse, and become teen parents.  Recognizing the significance of these facts, our substantive methodology is appropriately designed to stop the intergenerational cycles of parenting.  The program has been evaluated annually since it’s inception by the internationally respected Philliber Research Associates
Program Summary:  Based upon the work of Dr. Michael Carrera, Children’s Aid Society, New York, NY, Pathways/Senderos utilizes a case management approach to provide ling-term, comprehensive, holistic services for 60 vulnerable, urban youth and their families.  Our child-centered, family-focused prevention model includes five integrated components:  academic support with post-secondary education exploration; career preparation and community service projects; family life and sex education; self-esteem enhancement and recreation/lifetime sports.  Our program also includes outreach, family support and active parental involvement.
Youth are recruited for participation when entering middle school and remain enrolled until high school graduation.  The Center is open Monday through Friday after school and daily during the summer. Pathways/Senderos creates a home-like environment where children feel safe, welcomed and nurtured, so that learning and skill-building occur.  To interrupt the intergenerational cycles of teen parenting and poverty our staff strives to develop in each child the competency and motivation to achieve success and avoid early parenting; and the capability to envision a pathway to a hopeful future that includes education and careers, rather than parenting too soon.  Our career component prepares our youngsters for their futures by exposing them to a variety of possible adult career options while teaching work readiness and job search skills. When participants are age eligible they receive hands-on job training and work experience and earn a minimum wage stipend in Barcodes aRe Us, our entrepreneurship venture, a bulk-mailing business. 

Organizational Recognitions:   GNBTPP has been nationally recognized as a leader in the field of prevention services.  The Executive Director has been recognized for her expertise by the National Campaign to Prevent Teen Pregnancy, The U. S. House of Representatives Ways and Means Sub-Committee on Human Resources, the Center for Law and Social Policy, the American Public Welfare Association, the Center for Disease Control, and has met with President Clinton at the White House.   We are the flagship teen pregnancy prevention program for the Connecticut Department of Social Services.   Numerous additional awards and recognitions have been bestowed upon the Pathways/Senderos Center and its participants.
